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require marriage or the legal incidents thereof be 
conveyed upon any union other than the union of 
man and woman,� Winkler said.

The United Methodist Church s̓ stand on mar-
riage is found in Paragraph 161 C, and states: �We 
affirm the sanctity of the marriage covenant that is 
expressed in love, mutual support, personal com-
mitment and shared fidelity between a man and a 
woman. We believe that God s̓ blessing rests upon 
such marriage, whether or not there are children of 
the union. We reject social norms that assume differ-
ent standards for women than for men 
in marriage. We support laws in civil 
society that define marriage as the 
union of one man and one woman.�

On June 7, the Senate rejected an 
amendment to the Constitution that 
would have effectively banned same-
sex marriages. Senators voted 49-48 in 
favor of ending debate on the amend-
ment so a final vote could be taken, 
far short of the 60 votes needed. The 
amendment would have required 67 
votes for final passage. The House is 
expected to consider the amendment 
in July.

New outpatient clinic to
 open at Ganta in Liberia

MONROVIA, Liberia (UMNS) – A new outpatient clinic 
for United Methodist-related Ganta Hospital in Libe-
ria is expected to open by the end of June. That was 

a highlight in a report 
of activities at the 
hospital from Janu-
ary to April, prepared 
by Mary Zigbuo, a 
missionary with the 

United Methodist Board of Global Ministries and 
the hospital s̓ administrator. The new construc-
tion began in February and was financed through 
a $100,000 donation from First United Methodist 
Church in Peoria, Ill. A similar pledge is expected 
by the end of the year, and when it is received, 
another building will be constructed. The total 
project cost is estimated at $1.1 million, and more 
donations are needed.

The current hospital building eventually will 
house primary health care and the School of Nurs-
ing. The hospital s̓ Primary Health Care Build-
ing, burned in 2003 during civil unrest, is still 
in need of renovation and restoration, the report 
said. A new building complex for the eye clinic, 
sponsored by Christian Blind Mission, opened 
in April. Ganta Hospital continues to receive 
ongoing support from the mission and the United 
Methodist Committee on Relief, Operation Class-
room, United Methodists in Germany and the 
United Methodist Liberia Annual Conference, 
according to Zigbuo.

Duke program addresses 
rural church 
challenges

DURHAM, N.C. (UMNS) – In an 
effort to draw more ordained 
clergy to small rural churches, 
United Methodist-related 
Duke Divinity School and 
Duke Endowment are devel-
oping a program to foster 
strong rural congregations and 
communities in North Caro-
lina. �Thriving Rural Commu-
nities,� to be introduced later 

this summer, will create six model United Meth-
odist Church programs aimed at attracting strong 
clergy to the rural church; training them and other 
leaders for the challenges of serving in those set-
tings; motivating rural clergy to be excellent lead-
ers; and helping other churches replicate successes.

Marriage bill 
has similarities,
differences with 
church position

WASHINGTON (UMNS) — The first part of the proposed 
Marriage Protection Amendment, rejected by the U.S. 
Senate on June 7, is very similar to the United Method-
ist Church s̓ official position, which states marriage is 
the union of one man and one woman. 

However, the second sentence in the amendment 
may conflict with the church s̓ stand, said James 
Winkler, chief executive of the United Methodist 
Board of Church and Society.

Winkler points to the section in the denomination s̓ 
Social Principles, Paragraph 162 H, which addresses 
�Equal Rights Regardless of Sexual Orientation.�

In part, the paragraph says: �We see a clear issue 
of simple justice in protecting their (homosexual 
personsʼ) rightful claims where they have shared 
material resources, pensions, guardian relationships, 
mutual powers of attorney and other such lawful 
claims typically attendant to contractual relationships 
that involve shared contributions, responsibilities, and 
liabilities, and equal protection before the law.�

�That statement may conflict with the second 
sentence in the proposed marriage amendment, 
which notes that neither this constitution nor the 
constitution of any state shall be construed to
