We invite you to peruse the material, use what you can, and try to use even that which seems a little beyond you.

The point is that every church needs an annual plan for Stewardship and Financial ministry, (and it IS a ministry.)

We especially recommend that each pastor and each church form a Permanent Fund Committee and that effort be made regularly to cultivate those endowment and estate gifts which can help the church make Disciples of Jesus Christ for years to come.
Use what you can.  Where the plans don’t fit your situation, make some alternate plans that do fit.  Most of all, have a plan, and work the plan.
